
This vintage of  Tripp’s Block is so exciting to us that we want to shout about it on rooftops. This 
wine is a star - the intensity of the aromatics are apparent even before the wine hits the glass. The 
Perli Vineyard benefited from the low yields of the 2016 vintage, producing the most concentrated 
edition of this bottling to date.

The combination of 20% whole-cluster fermentation and 33% new French oak produces an 
intoxicating spice-box/angostura bitters nose reminiscent of a Manhattan that weds magically with 
the inherent spicy fruit from this vineyard. The intensity of the 2016 may make it hard to cellar, but 
with all of its structure and verve, many delicious years lie ahead for this wine.
